Annemarie returns from presenting new results in the USA

Annemarie was recently invited to be Visiting Professor at Calgary University for the day. This was the result of a collaboration with the molecular biology department there who have the key to new technology that PEARLS scientists can use to progress their investigations. Annemarie was then the Visiting Professor at the Albert Einstein Medical Centre in the Bronx (New York) and was able to showcase the recent research findings to their excellent and extensive clinical Department there. This group is involved with World Health Organization strategies about preeclampsia and this contact may provide some impetus to our involvement on a bigger stage. 

The final leg of the trip was to meet with preeclampsia scientists at the Harvard Medical School, Beth Israel Hospital and the Mass. General Hospital.  They are very interested in the recent findings relating low blood flow to the placenta (afterbirth) and the release of toxic substances into the blood stream of the mother.   This new information is an important part of the puzzle of preeclampsia which we have been trying to solve in the last 20 years.   The Pearls Scientists have made this important link.   As a result of these findings groups such as this one in Boston are very interested in creating long term collaborations and the chance for us to be involved with their larger scale clinical studies of preeclampsia. 
PEARLS at the University of Western Sydney Medical School
Annemarie – has taken up her leading role in the development of the new medical school at the University of Western Sydney. In collaboration with the Heart Research Institute, Annemarie has extending PEARLS research trials and research work to a much wider section of the NSW population.  There is a chance that 4 times as many women will benefit from the local research effort.  Already we are preparing to add Campbelltown Hospital to the list of hospitals studying the effect of pain control medication after delivery on blood pressure in the mother.
